
RECENT SUPPORT UNDER MANITOBA’S WATER STEWARDSHIP FUND
· Brandon Neighbourhood Renewal Corporation ( $39,000 to support a community-based program to improve energy and water efficiencies for low-income households in Brandon;

· Manitoba Eco-Network ( $25,000 to fund activities and development, and distribution of educational materials and hosting workshops related to water;

· Town of Swan River ( $25,000 to support a water conservation program that will help inform residents of the benefits of water conservation and will address repairs to the town’s water distribution system;

· University of Manitoba, department of civil engineering ( $23,950 to restore vegetation on riverbanks and re-establish habitat;

· Manitoba Habitat Heritage Corporation ( $23,400 to support integrated watershed planning and management initiatives by providing a cost-effective capability to evaluate riparian area health on a watershed basis;

· Intermountain Conservation District ( $23,000 to conduct a study on the Wilson River Watershed to add information to previous studies for adjacent watersheds and be part of a larger, integrated watershed management plan for the district;

· Village of Dunnottar ( $23,000 to study technologies to improve the quality of waste-water lagoon effluent as part of an existing waste-water lagoon treatment system;

· Turtle Mountain Conservation District ( $15,000 to support the Wetland/Upland conservation agreements program to help secure valuable habitats on private lands through conservation agreements;

· La Salle Redboine Conservation District ( $10,650 to address recommendations of the Stephenfield Lake Watershed Management Plan which will improve water quality in the lake which serves 10,000 residents;

· Manitoba Forestry Association ( $4,000 to support 2008 provincial Envirothon activities, an environmental Olympics-style event for high-school students; and

· Save Our Lake (SOUL) Committee ( $1,280 to conduct a survey of more than 400 Grindstone Park cottagers and provide information to the conservation district.  An educational component will explain to cottagers things they can do to help the environment.
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
