
LIVESTOCK ACTION 

TO PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENT SINCE 1999

· Manure management plans are required to be registered annually by all livestock operations of 300 or more animal units. 

· Land-use planning has been made mandatory under the new Planning Act including development of a livestock policy.
· The provincial government departments of Conservation; Agriculture, Food and Rural Initiatives; and Intergovernmental Affairs have increased staff and resources to implement the programs of the Livestock Stewardship Initiative. 
· Technical review committee reports and local conditional use approvals are mandatory for proposals to build operations with over 300 animal units.

· Winter manure spreading is banned for all new operations regardless of size.

· New resources for soil testing and mapping are in place, doubling the number of soil survey teams.

· Initiatives are proceeding under the Water Protection Act such as watershed planning, establishing water quality management zones, enshrining water quality standards, objectives and guidelines in regulations, and promoting water conservation to protect valuable surface and groundwater resources.

· Manitoba has established the first regulation on the application of livestock manure-based phosphorus in Western Canada.
· An independent review of the environmental sustainability of the hog industry has been carried out by the Clean Environment Commission.

· A temporary pause was placed on new or expanded hog operations in Manitoba.
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
