
MORE HEALTH TRAINING, MORE HEALTH PROFESSIONALS

· There are 1,789 more nurses and 288 more doctors working in Manitoba than in 1999.  Expanded training spaces will ensure these numbers continue to grow.
· Since 1999, Manitoba has increased funding for health training in rural and northern Manitoba by more than $6.5 million or 253 per cent.

· In 2000, the Manitoba government more than doubled the number of spaces in the Assiniboine Community College LPN program to 190 from 90.  All seats are currently filled. 

· In the most current LPN to RN program at Red River College, 38 students will graduate by the end of September 2008 and it is anticipated three more students will graduate by the summer of 2009.

· RRC currently has 32 seats in the LPN to RN program and it is anticipated that all of the seats will be filled by the program start date. 

· RRC is offering an intensive 12-month paramedic course this year, with a total of 24 rural seats and 16 seats in Winnipeg.

· A new physician assistant program has 24 seats available over two years, with 12 seats filled in September 2008 and 12 to be filled in 2009.
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
