
COMMUNITY-LED EMISSIONS REDUCTION (CLER) PILOT PROGRAM

The Community-led Emissions Reduction pilot program will assist municipalities, community organizations, businesses, institutions and individuals across the province to take immediate steps to reduce GHG emissions.

Twelve local governments, including one planning district, will participate in the municipal stream:

· City of Brandon,
· City of Thompson,
· Town of Virden,
· Village of Notre Dame de Lourdes,
· Village of St-Pierre-Jolys,
· RM of St-Laurent,
· RM of De Salaberry,
· RM of Taché, and 
· Morden Stanley Thompson and Winkler Planning District:  Town of Morden, RM of Stanley, RM of Thompson and City of Winkler.
Neighbourhood-based, not-for-profit community organizations will be identified to lead the program in six neighbourhoods in the neighbourhood stream:

· City of Winnipeg (neighbourhoods of Fort Richmond, Daniel-McIntyre-St. Matthews, Lord Roberts and Riverview),
· West St. Paul, Middlechurch, and
· Brandon, City Centre.
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CLIMATE-CHANGE INITIATIVES IN MANITOBA

· Manitoba is the first jurisdiction in North America to introduce legislation that commits the province to meeting its Kyoto target.

· The Climate Change and Emissions Reductions Act is backed by Kyoto and Beyond, an updated climate-change action plan which includes 60 different actions designed to help Manitoba meet its Kyoto targets.

· The plan and legislation has been endorsed by climate-change leaders such as the David Suzuki Foundation, the International Institute for Sustainable Development, California Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger and Arizona Gov. Janet Napolitano.

· The province has committed in legislation to phasing out Manitoba’s last coal-fired electricity plant at Brandon, only operating it for emergency purposes.

· The province has also committed in legislation to capture methane at large emitters such as Winnipeg’s Brady landfill.  The government is also providing financial support.

· The provincial government is introducing a made-in-Manitoba vehicle standard, is extending its successful hybrid rebate program and will use incentives and legislation to reduce the number of older, high-emission vehicles in Manitoba.

· The province and MB Hydro are expanding their energy-efficiency programs, building on the top ranking we received from the Canadian Energy Efficiency Alliance.

· Manitoba is supporting public transit by committing to a fifty-fifty cost share of public transportation in legislation.
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
