· Selkirk, managed by the Interlake Regional Health Authority;
· Springfield Collegiate and Wanipigow School in Hollow Water, operated by the North Eastman Regional Health Authority;

· St. John’s High School (Winnipeg), managed by Mount Carmel Clinic; and

· The Pas, managed by the NOR-MAN Regional Health Authority.
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
