Hildes Northern Medical Unit and First Nations and Inuit Health (FNIH).  She has provided service as a regional medical officer of health to the NOR-MAN and Winnipeg regional health authorities.  Cook is currently the executive director of Aboriginal Health Programs at the Winnipeg Regional Health Authority, where she is responsible for the ongoing development and implementation of the Aboriginal Health Strategy.  She has maintained her appointment with the University of Manitoba’s faculty of medicine and is the co-director for the Centre for Aboriginal Health Research and the director for the Centre for Aboriginal Health Education at the university, where she is developing a resource centre for Aboriginal students to meet their academic, professional development and social support needs.
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
