
DOMESTIC VIOLENCE PREVENTION FUNDING IN MANITOBA
In 2009-10, Manitoba provided $13.5 million in funding to family violence prevention programs, an increase of $560,000 or four per cent.  That total includes additional annual funding of $200,000 for security measures, $167,000 for the Winnipeg Children’s Access Agency, additional funding for shelters and agencies, plus $81,000 for the following groups and centres as part of At the Root or for children’s programming:  

· Interlake, Lakeshore and Snow Lake Western Manitoba women’s resource centres received funding for children and youth counselling services in Gimli, Ashern and Brandon.

· Snow Lake Family Resource Centre received funding for children and youth counselling services.

· Alpha House, L’Entre-temps des franco-Manitobaines, and Samaritan House and Women in Second Stage Housing (WISH), all residential second-stage housing programs, received funding for children’s program materials.
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
