
INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT MANITOBA LIBRARIES
· Public libraries serve 998,726 Manitobans (2006 Census population). 

· Manitobans access a modern and responsive public library system through 120 service points and mobile operations. 

· There are over three million resources available through library collections in Manitoba.  In addition to print, these resources come in multiple languages and in multiple formats.

· Materials available in one library are also available to patrons of another through inter‑library loans.  Last year, there were approximately 35,000 inter-library loan transactions between systems.   

· Summer reading programs are popular activities at Manitoba libraries.  Last year, a record number of young Manitobans (9,440) participated in the TD Summer Reading Program.  Libraries customize local programs to meet the interests and needs of their communities.  
· Based on the most recent statistics (2008) there was:
· a 2.5 per cent increase in visits to public libraries for a total of 4.6 million, and 

· a 2.9 per cent increase in annual computer bookings at public libraries for a total of 665,189.
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
