
CELLPHONE USE BY THE NUMBERS

· One and two.  The number one source of driver inattention is cellphones.  Drivers talking on cellphones are nearly twice as likely as other drivers involved in crashes to have 
rear-end collisions.

· Four.  Drivers who use cellphones are four times more likely to get into crashes serious enough to injure themselves. 

· 23.  Drivers who text are 23 times more likely to be involved in a collision. 

· 37.  Driving while using a cellphone reduces the amount of brain activity associated with driving by 37 per cent. 
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
