· Search-and-rescue equipment for the RM of Ritchot.
· Technological upgrades to the EOC purchased for the City of Selkirk.
· Communications equipment purchased for the Village of Cartwright/RM of Roblin.
· Emergency communications equipment purchased for the RM of Woodlands.
· Backup generator purchased for the RM of Victoria.
· Generator purchased for the Town of Treherne/RM of South Norfolk.
· Satellite phones and pagers purchased for the Town of Leaf Rapids.
· Air shore rescue equipment purchased for the RM of East St. Paul.

· ‘Shelter in Place’ magnets purchased for the Town of Minnedosa.
· EOC equipment for the Village of Glenboro/RM of South Cypress.
· Funding provided for emergency management training through Manitoba EMO.
· Emergency management vehicle and accessories purchased for the Manitoba EMO.
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
