Campbell worked for five years with the Aboriginal Health and Wellness Centre as the elder providing counselling for women who were clients of the health clinic and, more recently, as the elder for the Women’s Healing Program.

Campbell and her daughters were the founders of Grandmother Moon Lodge, a place of healing where women came for ceremonies and to reconnect with Aboriginal teachings.  For nine years the lodge was the site of an annual women’s gathering.
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
