
Backgrounder
In 2014-15, 289 on-farm projects will receive funding under Growing Forward 2’s Growing Assurance – Food Safety On-Farm program. These are four examples:
· A swine producer’s biosecurity project included the purchase and installation of eight exterior barns doors. With this upgrade, indirect sources of contamination from pests, birds and insects are reduced.

· A project on a poultry farm was approved to purchase and install security cameras to improve biosecurity.  The producer will be able to better manage access to controlled-access and restricted-access zones of the farm.  
· A beef producer’s project to purchase a radio-frequency identification (RFID) reader and software to improve animal tracking and related documentation was approved.

· Funding for a honey-bee farmer’s biosecurity project will be used to purchase a microscope, which will be used to improve on-farm diagnosis of pests and diseases, monitoring and traceability.
