
MANITOBA SETTLEMENT STRATEGY
The Manitoba Settlement Strategy will improve services and expand programs to assist immigrants in settling and succeeding in the province.  The provincial commitment to increase immigration by 1,000 annual arrivals for the next 10 years highlights the need for effective services and partnerships. 

The strategy is the result of comprehensive planning for increased immigration, changing newcomer needs and a wider range of supports for refugees and skilled workers in Manitoba.  Challenges were identified in focus group discussions with over 120 immigrant and refugee newcomers, community leaders and service providers as well as the Manitoba Immigration Council and Manitoba Ethnocultural Advisory and Advocacy Council.  The strategy responds to identified needs and will build on the strengths of current services to provide comprehensive services and programs. 

The Manitoba Settlement Strategy will be implemented in a staged approach with existing and new service providers.  It will be supported by increased settlement resources from Citizenship and Immigration Canada of over $17 million in 2007-08. 
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
