
The 2005 assessed market value of the facility was $104,100.

NWCFL incorporated in 1993 and is a 100 per cent Aboriginal-owned producer co‑operative.

The Northwest board of directors represents the communities of:

· Granville Lake,
· Nisichawayasikh First Nation (Nelson House),
· Mathias Colomb First Nation (Pukatawagan),
· Lynn Lake/Marcel Colomb First Nation,
· Kinooso Thomas Clarke Reserve #204 (Saskatchewan),
· Brochet/Barren Lands First Nation, and
· South Indian Lake/O-Pipon-Na-Piwin First Nation.

Under MWCFL management, the plant currently processes 660,000 pounds of fish with additional revenue growth from the caviar export market. 

This summer, under an agreement with the Freshwater Fish Marketing Corporation and under the regional fish processing policy, the plant will have access to 2.3 million pounds of fish and employ more than 25 seasonal full-time employees.

Expansion activities into more value-added processing would improve fish harvesting of marginal species and create new opportunities for communities not presently able to participate in commercial fishing activities.
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
