
Today’s announcement builds on other investments for seniors, such as:

· investing $9 million to construct a 35-bed personal-care home in Thompson; 

· building the $9-million, 66-bed Villa Youville personal-care home in Ste. Anne in 2002;

· building the $8.2 million Bethesda Place personal-care home in Steinbach in 2002;

· investing $6.6 million to renovate the Northern Lights Manor personal-care home in Flin Flon in 2001; 

· building St. Paul’s Residence, a 60-bed, $9.7-million personal-care home in The Pas in 2001;

· renovating some Manitoba Housing and Renewal Corporation apartment buildings at a cost of more than $3.25 million to create housing units specially designed for seniors;

· investing in a number of community-based projects in the Winnipeg Regional Health Authority’s area including spending more than $15 million to expand community support programs to augment existing home care and personal-care homes and putting in place more than 1,100 units; 

· investing $5.6 million for improvements to Foyer Valade personal-care home in south Winnipeg;

· developing a new $14-million personal-care home in Winnipeg’s St. Vital area to accommodate 80 personal-care beds and 12 adult day-care spaces; and

· consolidating services at the Sharon Home’s Simkin Centre from the Kanee Centre in north Winnipeg to increase the number of personal-care beds at Simkin Centre to 200.
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
