
Sustainable Development Innovations Fund Grants

Assembly of Manitoba Chiefs – $5,000 to host an indigenous forum on the environment for Manitoba First Nations focusing on the past, present and future, and to develop a Manitoba First Nations regional environmental strategy. 

Berens River First Nation – $10,000 for a riverbank stewardship initiative, which will employ First Nations students to clean the shoreline along Berens River and educate the community on the importance of a clean water supply and clean riverbanks. 

Bloodvein River First Nation – $25,000 for community liaison and outreach activities and research to develop a long-term lands management plan for their traditional lands.

Boreal Forest Network – $40,000 to develop interactive multi-media educational programs on the boreal forest for youth.  The project will also provide disadvantaged youth with the opportunity to attend boreal camp to learn and interact in a boreal forest setting.

Coalition to Save the Elms, Manitoba Inc. – $160,000 to conduct a multi-faceted, five-year project, Broadway Avenue Adopt-A-Tree, which includes an educational and awareness component to rescue, rejuvenate, enhance and maintain the shade trees, in particular the American elms along Broadway, from Osborne Street to Main Street in Winnipeg.

Fort La Bosse School Division, Education for Sustainable Development Team – $10,000 to develop an online course focusing on land management and water conservation, in partnership with the Upper Assiniboine River Conservation District and Assiniboine Community College.

Hollow Water First Nation – $10,000 for a series of cultural gatherings and workshops to engage elders, youth and other traditional knowledge holders from the community.

Intermountain Conservation District – $5,000 to establish the Shanty Creek Watershed Education Centre to promote resource conservation and management activities, and establish an outdoor education site, mobile learning facility, resource library and educational website.

Langford Recreational Trail Association – $5,000 to promote physical activity by designing, mapping and creating a system of multi-use recreational trails using GPS technology.

Little Grand Rapids First Nation – $25,000 to develop a long-term lands management plan for traditional lands.
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Manitoba Cattle Producers Association – $60,000 to conduct research with the University of Manitoba and Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada to develop best management practices for the use of solid manure on crops. 

Manitoba Naturalists Society Inc. – $5,000 to publish The Birders’ Guide to Southern and Central Manitoba. 

Murdoch MacKay Collegiate Institute – $2,500 to involve students in constructing a greenhouse, and growing and transplanting greenhouse plants to the schoolyard gardens.

Parkland Mews – $25,000 to enhance interpretive capabilities and expand the breeding potential of the endangered peregrine falcon in Manitoba. 

Pauingassi First Nation – $25,000 to develop a long-term lands management plan for  traditional lands.

Poplar River First Nation – $15,600 to develop a walking and biking trail that will highlight the natural history of the area and create an interactive, hands-on learning environment for community members.

Prairie Pathfinders Inc. – $5,000 to research and publish Manitoba Walks, a hiking guide providing new and updated information on Manitoba trails and back road tours.

Sagkeeng First Nation – $10,000 to identify and map potential and existing protected areas within traditional territory, and to consult on ecotourism opportunities with community members.

School District of Mystery Lake – $4,730 to eliminate the use of solvents in a technical vocational program through the use of a water-based automatic washer for car parts. 

Seven Oaks General Hospital Foundation Inc. – $15,000 to create more environmentally- friendly practices as part of the emergency department redevelopment and obtain LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) certification for commercial interiors.

Smartpark Development Corporation – $25,000 to design, manufacture and install a tower made of composite material to support a six-kilowatt wind generator.  The composite material will be tested against steel on a small scale prior to its use in the manufacturing of towers for large-scale wind generator installations.  
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Turtle Mountain Conservation District – $20,000 to secure wetland and forested habitat through conservation agreements with landowners and provide educational workshops to raise awareness about the importance of natural areas and sustainable woodlot management practices.

United Commercial Travelers Brandon Council #448 – $10,000 to create a commemorative trail with interpretive, recognition and commemorative signage along the Assiniboine Riverbank Corridor.  Native trees, shrubs and grasses will be planted to develop additional natural habitat along the riverbank. 

University of Manitoba, Department of Entomology – $23,266 for the second year of a four-year research project to improve control methods for Dutch elm disease in Manitoba communities.

University of Manitoba, Department of Environment and Geography – $5,300 to study the impact of environmental change in northern communities.

University of Manitoba, Department of Mechanical and Manufacturing Engineering – $25,000 for a feasibility study using gas-line compressor waste heat for large-scale greenhouse operations in Manitoba. 

University of Manitoba, Department of Soil Science – $68,500 to continue research evaluating the influence of temperature and moisture on carbon, nitrogen and phosphorus mineralization in soil treated with different organic materials and develop a model to predict available nutrients from manure. 

University of Manitoba, Department of Soil Science – $24,810 to continue research to evaluate best management practices for the integration of hog and cattle production through the application of liquid hog manure on forage grazed by cattle or forage harvested as hay.

University of Manitoba, Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation Studies – $24,000 to study attitudes and behaviour regarding human and bear conflicts with residents from three cottage communities along the east side of Lake Winnipeg.

Wuskwi Sipihk First Nation – $25,000 to document First Nation perspectives and traditional ecological knowledge of traditional use area and develop a community-based vision of sustainable forest management practices.
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
