
Sustainable Development Innovations Fund Grants

Centre d’interprétation de la salamandre inc. – $25,000 to provide interpretative and educational  programming at St. Leon’s tourism centre to highlight the area’s unique environmental features including the tiger salamander and its wetlands, and the wind energy farm.  

Earth Day Planning Committee – $5,000 to host the Earth Day celebration and challenge in Winnipeg this April at the Living Prairie Museum.  Earth Day 2007 Healthy People - Healthy Planet will focus on connections between healthy living and a healthy environment.

Entomological Society of Manitoba – $5,000 to host a joint meeting in Winnipeg with the north central branch of its American counterpart in March 2007.  The forum will focus on pest management including the emerald ash borer.
Manitoba Naturalists Society – $15,000 to study the chimney swift in Manitoba and put into place measures to reverse declines in bird numbers.  The group will also develop a volunteer-based Manitoba chimney swift monitoring and population enhancement program.

Organic Food Council of Manitoba – $15,000 to assist with a five-year program to increase the  number of organic farmers and markets, increase awareness of organic farming and products and link organic farmers with child-care facilities in Manitoba.

Prairie Conservation Conference – $2,000 to assist with hosting the eighth prairie conservation and endangered species conference and workshop Homes on the Range:  Conservation in Working Prairie Landscapes.  Information from the conference will be shared with public and information will help Manitoba to plan the ninth conference.

University of Manitoba, Environmental Conservation Lab – $24,500 to identify the impacts of Odontites vernum (red bartsia), a noxious weed found in hay fields and pastures, and develop management strategies.

University of Manitoba, Natural Resources Institute – $36,000 to conduct research on the northern saw-whet owl’s population ecology, distribution, migratory behaviour and conservation status in the Prairie provinces.  Research activities will help create a natural resource management plan and increase awareness of the owl.
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
