
The Manitoba government is moving forward in a variety of important areas affecting seniors such as housing, transportation and health care.  Examples include:

· The Aging in Place strategy which allows older individuals to remain in the community by promoting independence in daily living and maximizing overall well-being and health.

· The pharmacare program which protects Manitobans against financial hardships associated with relatively high expenditures for drug costs. 

· Funding the full patient cost of inter-facility transports.  The investment covers the cost of ambulance transfers for all Manitobans, regardless of where they live or their ability to pay.

· Providing $5.4 million to 65 municipalities across the province to replace handi-transit vehicles, allowing mobility-disadvantaged people to participate more fully in community life and live more independently.  This new funding builds on the province’s existing $1 million investment in handi-transit services through the Mobility Disadvantaged Transportation program.  
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
