(March 13, 2007)

The South Central region of Manitoba recorded the third strongest growth among
all regions. According to Statistics Canada, the population of the South Central
region totaled 54,253 in May 2006, up 2,127 (4.1%) over the 2001 count. This
increase was not distributed evenly across the region but was centered on one
area, specifically Winkler and the surrounding RM of Stanley. The losses were
strongest in the rural areas.

The population of Winkler increased by 1,163 (14.6%) persons while the RM of
Stanley increased by 1,245 (24.3%). Other areas of significant growth were
Morden (up 412 persons) and Altona (up 275 persons).

A large proportion of the remaining communities reported negative growth. The
RM of Dufferin which declined by 206 persons (down 8.6%) and the RM of
Louise which decreased by 170 persons (down 17.2%) recorded the largest
losses.
