OVERVIEW:

On March 23, 2004, Manitoba Conservation received a Proposal dated March 17, 2004,
to construct and operate a crop protection products warehouse and distribution facilities
located on the SEY2 6-14-1 WPM in the Rural Municipality of Woodlands. The
proponent intends to construct a warehouse of approximately 36' x 26' to store crop

. protection chemicals meeting all the Agrichemical Warehousing Standards. The site also
contains an office, aircraft hanger and a load out pad. The normal hours of operation will
be from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm, Monday through Saturday increasing during the peak
spring/fall periods.
