"aggregate" means any crushed stone or slag, crushed or uncrushed gravel, sand or
mineral filler;

"cement'" means a finely divided powder mixture of lime, alumina, silica and possibly
other compounds which when combined with aggregates and admixed with water hardens
and forms concrete;

"Director' means an employee so designated pursuant to The Environment Act;
"Environment Officer' means an employee so designated pursuant to The Environment

Act;
