Winnipeg, in accordance with Proposal filed under the Environment Act on April 29,
2005, and subject to the following specifications, limits, terms and conditions:

DEFINITIONS

In this Licence,

"affected area" means a geographical area, excluding the property of the Development;

"as-constructed drawings" means engineering drawings complete with all dimensions
which indicate all features of the Development as it has actually been built;

"boiler" means any combustion equipment fired with fossil fuel, biomass or a by-product
derived from fossil fuel, for the purpose of generating hot water or steam;

"carbon monoxide (CO)" means an inorganic compound comprised of one atom of
carbon and one atom of oxygen;

. "Director" means an employee so designated pursuant to The Environment Act;

"nitrogen oxides (NOx)" means the sum of nitric oxide (NO) and nitrogen dioxide (N02)
expressed collectively as a nitrogen dioxide equivalent;

"noise nuisance" means an unwanted sound, in an affected area, which is annoying,
troublesome, or disagreeable to a person:

a) residing in an affected area;
b) working in an affected area; or
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
