DEFINITIONS

In this Licence,

"ambient concentration" means the measurement of a substance contained in an air
sample (corrected to a temperature of 25 ° C and to a pressure of 101.3 kilopascals)
which has been collected from any point beyond the property line of the Development;

“chemical” includes, but is not limited to petroleum products, fertilizers and pesticides;
“Director” means an employee so designated pursuant to The Environment Act;

“4 minute period(s) in the aggregate” means any 16 readings, not necessarily
contiguous, taken at 15 second intervals within a 1 hour sampling period;

“opacity” means the degree to which emissions reduce the transmission of light and
obscure the view of an object in the background;

"particulate matter" means any finely divided liquid or solid matter other than water

droplets;
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"particulate residue" means that part or portion of an atmospheric emission which is
deposited onto a surface;

“pesticide storage structure(s)” means any building(s) where agricultural crop
protection products are stored for either commercial or retail purposes;

“point source” means any point of emission from a Development where pollutants are
ducted into the atmosphere;

b) exhibits a visible plume with an opacity of greater than 5 percent at
