Definitions:  

Forest practices—activities conducted during all
stages of forest management. Examples are surveys,
harvesting, road construction and silviculture.

Guidebook—a collection of policies, guidelines,
procedures and standards related to a specific 
forest practice.

Guideline—alternative procedures or standards that
can be applied to satisfy the principles upon which
the guidelines are based.  Specific guidelines are
enforceable when identified on Work Permits. 

Procedure—a step or series of steps taken to put into
practice a policy or guideline.

Standards—descriptions of targets or goals used to
measure the success of procedures. They may be
general or specific.
