


6. Respondent information - please check all that apply to you.

More than half the respondents reported owning and operating
an ATV and/or and snowmobile in the park. One third of
respondents were cottagers and one third were seasonal
campers. Fifty percent of respondents reported living near the
park, while one-third lived more than a two hour drive from the
park.

7. Respondents were asked to assess the level of use and
overall condition of individual trails.

Designated Hunting Route N (Mossberry Trail), Route H ( Shanty
Lake) and Route L (south of PR. 367) were identified as being
the most frequently used by ATV riders.

Designated Hunting Routes Y (Beaver Lake Road), Connection
A1 (Sarah Lake Road to Route W) and Route C (Windy Hill)
were reported as being the most frequently used by those who
completed the survey.

The physical condition of numerous individual ATV trails in the
park was rated as good, fair or poor condition.

8. General comments regarding ATVs, the use of DMPP
trails, or ideas for better trail management.

The feedback form concluded with a space for respondents to
record individual comments orideas. These have been compiled
and forwarded for consideration by the Trails Working Group.

Why Manage Vehicle Use?

Trail-based recreation, including ATV use, is an important part
of the park experience at Duck Mountain Provincial Park.

As ATV useincreases, itisimportant to ensure that ATV riders can
continue to enjoy the park, while at the same time minimizing
environmental impacts and potential user conflicts.

The results of the park management planning process indicated
that a majority of park users supported the continued use of
ATVs in the park, but many had concerns about the long-term
impact of uncontrolled vehicle use.

Once a draft ATV management strategy for the park has been
completed, a second open house will be scheduled, tentatively
in February or March of 20009.
