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Future Planning
The overriding importance of Treaty engagements and traditional Aboriginal rights 
will be respected  throughout this process and must be part of any area plan.

Any plan for the east side area, should respect and incorporate local community 
plans, including plans already in effect.

Future planning will seek to balance needs such as the importance of preserving the 
environmental and cultural character of the area, community economic development 
and transportation. 

Communities should have a long term mechanism such as a protocol to ensure their 
involvement in future decisions on land and resource use.
