We can help with any questions you may have about your project plans or your grant 
applications.  One of our Community Places Facilities Consultants will also be 
available to help with project technical issues and arrange on-site meetings to discuss 
your project. 
 
Bring your whole project file with you.  Feel free to bring another member of your 
organization.  We’ll talk about planning, fundraising, costs, contractors, application do’s 
and don’ts, best practices and anything else that will make your project a success and 
your grant application manageable. 
 
These workshops are also a unique way for you to network and share ideas with others 
who are planning similar projects -- an opportunity to learn about fundraising and project 
ideas that have, and have not worked in other communities. 
 
We are certain that your project and funding plans will improve if you can attend a 
workshop. Although the workshops are free-of-charge, we ask that you call us to 
reserve a spot by contacting the regional office hosting the workshop closest to you.
