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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Unzip the Manitoba Kimberlite Indicator Mineral Database version 3.1 into a folder of your choice leaving all associated files in the same folder.   Double click the KIM_DATABASE_3_1_JUNE_16.accdb file to open the database.  When the security warning prompts, click the options button, then choose the ‘Enable this content’ radio button.

Introduction

This searchable database contains a compilation of results from all available, non-confidential, kimberlite indicator mineral (KIM) surveys completed in Manitoba.  The database houses sample location, sample preparation and reference data as well as microprobe analyses of heavy mineral grains.  It is anticipated that surficial geochemistry will be added to subsequent versions of the database, in addition to other indicator mineral data such as metamorphic massive sulphide indicator minerals (MMSIM).  The database can be searched by geographic area and/or mineral or chemical attributes using basic database search techniques.
Note: This version of the Manitoba Kimberlite Indicator Mineral Database (Version 3.1) supersedes any previous versions.
New data
The database includes new data from De Beers Canada Exploration Inc. as well as data from Indicator Explorations Ltd., Kennecott Canada Explorations Inc. and the Erik Nielsen 2002 Hudson Bay Lowland (HBL) survey.  The HBL data are included under the project name ‘Erik Nielsen HBL 2002’, and project number ‘2002-1’. New data can be accessed by using the customized query form.

Updates will be issued from the Manitoba Growth, Enterprise and Trade, Mineral Resources web site as data are corrected or new data are added. Please check the web site at http://www.manitoba.ca/minerals for update notices.

Mineral classification and database changes
Since a slightly different classification system for mineral identification was used for each KIM survey, a standardized classification system is required to allow comparison between samples. Previous versions of the database used a classification system by Harvey Thorleifson of the Minnesota Geological Survey, who has worked extensively with published classification schemes, including schemes used by Gurney (1984) and Fipke (1989). Version 3.0 and higher of the Manitoba KIM database includes the originally published mineral names, minerals classified using the Thorleifson system (described in Thorleifson and Garrett [1993]), and garnets classified according to the Grütter et al. (2004) system. 

To accommodate the classification systems, two fields have been added to the “Microprobe_Analysis” table.  These new fields contain the Thorleifson and Grütter classification systems and are named "Thorleifson" and "Grütter" respectively.  These fields are only accessible by creating a user-defined query (Access query engine), or by browsing the “Microprobe_Analysis“ table.  
The “Mineral_Name_Standard_Classification” field has been updated to include the two systems; the Thorleifson system used to classify all non-garnet minerals and the Grütter system used to classify garnets.  The data originally contained in this field is now stored in the table as Mineral_Name_Standard_Classification_old’.  It should be mentioned that mineral identification is machine calculated and may include errors.
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Access2007 file
The file KIM_DATABASE_3_1_JUNE_16.ACCDB is an Access database that contains all available KIM survey data and a customized query form to facilitate searching, viewing, and data export. Complex queries require familiarity with the Access query engine or knowledge of SQL.
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
