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Step 1. Manitoba Justice Director applies to Justice Minister to Schedule a Criminal Organization








Test 1 – Is it a ‘criminal organization’?


the target group must meet Criminal Code definition of ‘criminal organization’


three or more people; serious crime is core group activity/purpose; not random groups





Test 2 – Detailed Justification


Director must be satisfied based on: 


police information/evidence; and/or


prior federal/provincial/territorial court decision, finding or order	





Step 2. Public Notice of Application to Schedule the Group as a Criminal Organization





2.  Members of Target Group: 


given case summary


can make objections in writing	





1. Public Notice:


two newspaper notices


department website





Step 3. External Review Panel Convened to Assess All Information


► At least three people appointed by minister


► Cannot be government employees or police officers


► Test:  Reasonable grounds to believe group is a criminal organization














Report to Minister: written recommendation, with all information panel reviewed








Step 4. Ministerial Recommendation to Cabinet


► Same test:  Reasonable grounds to believe group is a criminal organization


► Prerequisite:  Panel recommended adding the group to the schedule of criminal       organizations








Step 5. Lieutenant Governor in Council Regulation


►Same test:  Reasonable grounds to believe group is a criminal organization
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
