
COMMUNITY LED EMISSIONS REDUCTION (CLER) 
COMPETITIVE PROJECT FUND
The CLER Competitive Project Fund provides funding between $25,000 and $250,000 to support projects that will reduce emissions and costs.  Support from the CLER Competitive Fund can be complemented by local contributions of cash, labour, materials, services and other in-kind support and contributions from other funding sources. 
Approved Projects
· RM of De Salaberry project - $84,000

· Biomass to be used includes waste straw from local producers, reducing the potential for air pollution from stubble burning and providing additional income for local farmers. Other biomass products will also be tested based on availability and economic feasibility.

· Expected GHG emissions reduction – 180 tonnes per year or 5,400 tonnes over 
30 years.
· Expected cost savings of up to $50,000 per year from natural-gas consumption.

· St. James-Assiniboia School Division project - $140,000

· Preliminary estimates indicate the high-efficiency boilers will reduce natural-gas consumption by the school by up to 30 per cent.

· Expected GHG emissions reduction – 199.13 tonnes of carbon dioxide per year or 4,983 tonnes over 25 years.

· Expected cost savings of up to $30,000 per year from natural-gas consumption.
· M.S.T.W. Planning District - $72,500

· The goal of this project is to reduce GHG emissions from commuter traffic in the area.

· Expected GHG emissions reduction – an average of 112.3 tonnes per year or 786.1 tonnes over seven years. 
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
