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LOCALIZED IMPROVEMENT FUND FOR TOMORROW (LIFT) PROGRAM
· Announced in the 2011 provincial budget, the LIFT program will provide $90,000 annually for community projects in each of the five Winnipeg localities for the next four years.  LIFT was established to serve needs in smaller localities which have higher-than-average indicators that point to a need for community renewal.

· Neighbourhoods Alive! (NA!) is expanding to address community concerns about neighbourhood decline within Winnipeg, outside of the inner city.  Community development opportunities will be supported in five additional localities:  Elwick (southeast Maples), Weston, Osborne-Mayfair, Lavallee (Alpine-Lavallee) and South Pembina. 

· In collaboration with neighbourhood groups, NA! will build on the many strengths in the five localities outside of the inner city by supporting revitalization initiatives.  NA! helps foster stronger, safer, more inclusive communities by providing resources and support to local community groups for projects that enhance opportunities for community participation, recreation, employment and well-being. 

· LIFT will support a broad range of revitalization projects focusing on priorities such as capacity building, community economic development, greening, safety, recreation and the well-being of local residents.  
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
