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Sound security, environmental building practices and design elements were an important part of the facility and its construction.  It is anticipated the building will achieve a Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Silver ranking.    
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The centre features high-efficiency building systems, a maintenance-free exterior envelope and uses geothermal systems.  A comprehensive stormwater management system ensures the facility does not affect the surrounding environment including a nearby creek.  Energy-efficient appliances were used wherever possible.
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Recycled materials were also used whenever possible in construction.  Daylight and light sensors help make the building as energy efficient as possible.  The vast majority of waste produced during construction went to recycling plants or was reused at other sites rather than going to a landfill, resulting in a waste diversion rate of over 90 per cent.  
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
