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Industry Highlights - 2011
· The value of mineral and petroleum production totalled more than $3 billion ($1.65 billion for metallic minerals, $1.26 billion for petroleum and $188 million for industrial minerals).
· The mining/petroleum industries accounted for approximately seven per cent of the provincial GDP and 13 per cent of total exports.
· Mineral and petroleum industries provided jobs for an average of 5,800 people and another 18,000 in spinoff businesses.
· The industries invested $1.3 billion in capital expenditures.
· Principle minerals and metals produced in Manitoba are nickel, copper, zinc, gold, petroleum, lithium and cesium.  Other minerals and metals mined are aggregates, building stone, dolomite, spodumene, silver, salt, lime and gypsum.

· Manitoba mineral resources with potential for future economic development include diamonds, platinum-group metals (PGM), rare earth elements (REE), titanium, vanadium, chromite, silica and potash.

Petroleum Activity Highlights
· Oil production in Manitoba has grown rapidly, nearly quadrupling since 2004, and setting a new annual production record of 14.8 million barrels or 2.4 billion litres in 2011. 

· The value of oil production for 2011 totalled $1.26 billion, a 41 per cent increase from 2010, and the number of producing wells rose to 4,219 in December 2011 from 1,476 in December of 2003. 

· In 2011, oil companies invested a record-breaking $1.1 billion in combined capital and operating expenditures, generating additional wealth for the province in spinoff jobs and business. 

Mining Activity Highlights
· Manitoba is experiencing unprecedented mining development with two mines under construction, Hudbay’s Lalor and Reed projects near Snow Lake, and a number of projects advancing towards mine development. 
· Exploration company expenditures totalled $110.5 million for 2011, a 32 per cent increase from 2010, and are projected increase again in 2012 to $125.6 million.
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Rehabilitation of Orphaned/Abandoned Mine Sites
·  In 1999, Manitoba introduced regulations that require mine closure plans and financial security for rehabilitation prior to a permit being granted for a new mine operation.  The regulations help ensure that future mine development will not lead to orphaned or abandoned mine sites.  

· Long-term rehabilitation plans have been completed for all of Manitoba’s 150 orphaned or abandoned mine sites and 21 sites have been completed.
