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ACTIVE TRANSPORTATION IN MANITOBA
Active Transportation (AT) is any mode of self-propelled transportation that relies on the use of human-generated energy including walking, running, cycling, skating, skateboarding, snowshoeing, skiing and the use of non-motorized wheel chairs.  There are many ways to engage in active transportation including active commuting, active workplace travel, active destination-oriented trips and active recreation.  It can include walking to the bus stop, a meeting or a soccer game or cycling to school or work.  Active transportation may make use of on-road or off-road infrastructure of any of combination of these.

Manitoba’s three-year, four-point AT Action Plan will: 

· co-ordinate the province’s AT efforts and investments,
· increase access to relevant and timely information and tools,
· support and promote AT as a safe and viable transportation choice, and
· build partnerships with local governments and community stakeholders.

Key initiatives to include:

· Single Window Co-ordinated Service:
· launching a single window online portal by fall of 2012;

· designating a single lead provincial minister;

· co-ordinating implementation of Manitoba’s AT Action Plan through an Interdepartmental Ministers’ Steering Committee; and
· appointing a provincial AT co-ordinator/community liaison reporting to a director responsible for AT.

· Strategic Investments in AT:
· delivering new funding and tools to rural and northern municipalities to help them integrate broader land-use planning with AT planning, design and implementation;

· creating an inventory of existing infrastructure;

· developing the Borders to Beaches section of the Trans Canada Trail;

· developing an AT overpass at North East Pioneers Greenway and Perimeter Highway;

· ensuring the Capital Region Master Transportation Plan considers AT;

· working with Manitoba Public Insurance to continue raising awareness of safety issues affecting vulnerable road users (cyclists, pedestrians, children and/or seniors).
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· Improved AT Policy:
· developing and adopting a provincial AT policy, and
· launching a Public Stakeholder Advisory Committee.

· Expanded Access to AT Resources:
· developing design guidelines for Manitoba municipalities, and
· working with municipalities and stakeholders to promote existing AT infrastructure.
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
