Action on Climate Change, Air Quality and Energy Efficiency

Assiniboine Credit Union, Winnipeg

This business is taking steps to reduce greenhouse-gas emissions through the individual and collective efforts of employees.  Assiniboine Credit Union is measuring, reporting on and reducing greenhouse-gas emissions from waste-management practices, energy use and commuting.

Sustainability in Water and Natural Area Stewardship

East Interlake Conservation District, Gimli

This conservation district is implementing programs to support sustainable land and water management and improve watershed health through integrated watershed management planning.

Honourable Mention

Lake Winnipeg Foundation, Winnipeg

This non-governmental organization identifies and supports solutions to restore and protect the health of Lake Winnipeg and its watershed.  The foundation supports scientific research, increases public awareness and education, encourages stewardship and advocacy, and fosters collaboration.

Sustainability in Pollution Prevention and Product Stewardship

Green Action Centre, Winnipeg

This non-governmental organization undertakes community-based projects and initiatives focused on waste reduction, sustainable transportation, energy conservation and greener living.  Green Action Centre delivers composting workshops and courses, classroom presentations on waste prevention and reduction, the Active and Safe Routes to School program and the Commuter Challenge.

Honourable Mention

Winnipeg Folk Festival, Winnipeg

This arts organization is committed to minimizing waste produced by its office operations and annual outdoor music festival.  The music festival’s waste prevention initiatives include reusable plate and mug programs, composting and recycling.  The backstage, seasonal kitchen facility was built primarily from reused, recycled and landfill-diverted components.

Canadian Community Economic Development Network – Manitoba, Winnipeg

This network of community-based organizations engages in public education and outreach on sustainable communities through its newsletters, public education workshops, learning events and an annual gathering.
