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PROTECTION FOR WORKERS IN MANITOBA
Since 1999, the Manitoba government has:

· more than doubled the number of health and safety officers and increased the number of workplace health and safety inspections by more than eight times to 12,000 from 1,600 in 1999;
· established SAFE Work Manitoba, which focuses on prevention through safe practices, behaviour and environments;
· increased fines for employers who break the rules by not keeping workplaces safe;
· appointed a chief prevention officer and funded a dedicated Crown prosecutor for workplace safety and health violations; 

· added a new WCB regional office in Brandon for a total of three WCB offices in Manitoba including a head office in Winnipeg and a satellite office in Thompson; and
· passed legislation to protect highway workers and first responders working on highways and roads.
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
