Dr. Alecs Chochinov

Chochinov is head of the department of emergency medicine in the Rady faculty of health sciences at the University of Manitoba, medical director of the emergency program with the Winnipeg Regional Health Authority and an emergency physician at St. Boniface Hospital in Winnipeg.  Educated at the University of Manitoba, with further training at Harvard Medical School and the Harvard School of Public Health, his research interests are in hypothermia and near-drowning. 

Dr. John Ross

Ross is an emergency physician at the Halifax Infirmary and professor of emergency medicine at Dalhousie University.  He was clinical and academic head of emergency medicine and then was appointed as the first provincial advisor on emergency care in Nova Scotia in 2009.  His report Better Care Sooner in 2010 was accepted as government policy.  He has worked with several provincial health authorities regarding emergency care issues.  Ross has considerable experience providing emergency telemedical services to remote locations with PRAXES Medical Group since 1997.  He has also worked and taught emergency medicine in a number of developing countries.

Dr. Jack McPherson

McPherson is a pediatric orthopedic surgeon at the Children’s Hospital, head of the department of Surgery at Health Sciences Centre Winnipeg and medical director for the Winnipeg Regional Health Authority’s surgery program.  His clinical practice includes general pediatric orthopedics and trauma with a special interest in children with chronic disabilities. 

Dr. Michael Rachlis

Rachlis is a Toronto-based public-health physician who practices as a private consultant in health policy analysis.  He has consulted to the federal government, all 10 provincial governments and two Royal Commissions.  He is also an adjunct professor at the University of Toronto.  Rachlis was born in Winnipeg and in 1975, graduated from the University of Manitoba medical school.  In 2010, the University of Manitoba granted him an honorary doctor of laws degree. 
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
