Support For Alternative Transportation To Date
· Since 1999, the province’s annual transit operating grant to Winnipeg has increased over 40 per cent to $22.9 million, with an 18 per cent increase in 2006.

· Transit capital grants to Winnipeg have increased 28 per cent. 

· In 2006, Winnipeg received $3.8 million in capital support for projects to improve ridership and promote an environmentally-friendly transit system including support for new diesel hybrid electric buses.

· Government continues to invest in other transportation initiatives. 

· The province has provided 158 grants totalling $400,000 to help community partners plan and implement ways to increase physical activity among citizens of all ages.

· Through the Winsmart agreement, Manitoba has contributed more than half a million dollars toward construction of a dedicated cycling and walking network from the University of Manitoba to downtown. 

· The Bishop Grandin Greenway and the Marconi Line are examples of community-led trail projects that will become legacies to future generations.

· Manitoba Healthy Living and Helmets R Us worked together this year to provide more than 13,000 low-cost safety-certified bike helmets to Manitoba students and their families.  
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
