
Approximately 1,800 EIA households are in Manitoba communities north of 53 degrees latitude or east of Lake Winnipeg and north of 51 degrees, 12 minutes latitude.

This increase will build upon earlier initiatives such as the introduction of the Northern Energy Cost Benefit in February 2006 and the increase to the northern allowance by a further 20 per cent in February 2005.  The Northern Energy Cost Benefit provides an additional $25 per household to assist with the increase in the cost of basic necessities resulting from rising energy costs such as the increased cost of transporting these goods to northern and remote communities.  
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
