Approximately 50 m wet shoreline Gravel Lake side.

James Lake side route 2 km. ; each portage roughly 150 paces.

75 pace portage - good shoreline either side, sharp drop

on portage going on to unnamed lake.

700 pace portage - wet landing on unnamed lake. Good shoreline off Max Lake.
