The map to the left show the entire province based on the 1979 1:1,000 000 
geologic map legend. The brightly coloured sheets have had the polygons 
rationalized across their borders (Note: the 4 north western sheets are complete but 
are not in the regional tables that generate the maps). Only parts of 8 more sheets 
are left to rationalize the polygons across the borders.

Legend construction

The process began with 1:250,000 geologic maps - all or parts of 55 that 
cover the province. 

Each map in the Bedrock Compilation Geology Map Series has a unique 
legend. More than 1200  unique units with descriptions exist for the 
compiled maps.

The 1200 units represent the over 9000 polygons on the maps.After the 
rationalization of polygon contacts an even more complex 
rationalization of the legend table is in progress. The legend to the right 
is a first attempt that combines portions of the 1:250,000 scale geologic 
map. This is the principal target of this project.

Note: within each legend box you will see blotches of black ink. These 
blotches represent the distribution of that unit on the map to the left.
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
