Respecting Construction and Operation

4. The Licencee shall obtain all necessary municipal, provincial and federal permits and approvals
fbr construction of relevant components of the Development prior to commencement of
construction.

5. The Licencee shall, at all times during the operation of the Development, implement a high
standard of equipment maintenance and operational practices.

6. The Licencce shall reduce the production and dissemination of wastes by initiating and
maintaining waste reduction and waste recycling prourarns.

7. The Licencee shall, in the event of a release, spill or discharge of a polluiant or coniaminant in
an amount or concentration, or at a level or rate of release, that exceeds the limit that is
expressly provided under this Licence, The Environment Act, another Act of the Legislature. or
an Act of Parliament. or in regulation, licence, permit. order, instruction, directive or other
approval or authorization issued or made under one of those Acts. mrnediatel report the
release, spill. eak or discharge by ca!imz 204-945-4888. The report shall inthcate die nature of
the release, spill, leak or discharge, the time and estimated duration of the event and the reason
ibr the release, spill, leak or discharge.

Respecting Pesticides

8. The Licencee shall meet or exceed the current guidelines for Agrichemica! Warehousing
Standards Association AWSA) certification regarding the handling and storage of crop
protection chemicals.

9. The Licencee shall adequately dike the Development to provide a secondary containment area,
and install a gate valve at the lowest elevation point that controls surthce “ater mn-off from the
secondan containment area. The gate valve shaU remain in the closed position except for the
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supervised release of the accumulated surlhce water runoll where there have been no
documecned spills. or as aulborized by an Em ironment Officer.

10. The Licencee shall ensure that the secondary containment area is protected with a minimum of
45 centimetres of compacted clay material or other materials approved by he Director.

11 The Licencec shall construct and maintain concrete floors with a minimum 10 centimetres
retention curbing around the perimeter of a?! pesticide storage siructure(s) so as to prevent
spilled liquids from leaking into the soil.

12. The Licencee shall instafl and maintain. for all pesticide storage structure(s), an automatic
system(s) for lire detection and securit’.

13. The Licencee shall create and maintain a current duplicate inventory of all pesticides stored at
the Development, with one copy stored at the premises of the Development, and the other copy
stored at a ocation off-site from the Development.

14. The Licencee shall store only pesticides registered under the tèderal Pest Control Products Act
at the Development.

15. The Licencee shall locate pesticide storage structure(s) a minimum distance oE
a jiM) metres from any property zoned residential: and
b) 100 metres from single residences
unless a written consent form k ohtaned from the owner(s).

Rcspecting Anhvdrous Ammonia

16. The Licencee shall not locate any permanent anhvdroas ammonia lank(s) used for the on-site
storage of ammonia prior to redistribution, within:
a) 200 metres from residential areas, schools, hospitals or other institutions:
b) 100 metres from a single isolated residence; or
c) 30 metres from the edge of a right of way ePa highway.

17. The Licencee shail install a minimum 2.0 metre high fence surrounding the Anhvdrous
Arnmona Tank(s) to discourage access to unauthoriLed persons.

Respecting Seed Treatment

18. The Licencee shall surface, grade, dike andFor curb the seed Ireatment system area in a manner
and using materials approved b’ the Director, such that biological, physical or chemical agents.
treated seed spillage and contaminated run-oil water from this area is contained within the
Development.
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Rcspcctin Air Emissions

19. The Licencec shall not emit ammonia from the Devcopntent such that the ambient
concentration or ammonia in air is in excess ol:
a) I) pans per million at any lime when measured at a poiril beyond the properiv line of the

Development; or
b) 2 parts per million on a 1-hour average when measured at any point beyond the property line0r the Development.

20. The Licencee shall not emit particulate matter from the Development such that:
a) particulate matter:

U exceeds 0.23 grams per dry standard cubic metre calculated at 25 degrees Celsius
and 760 millimetres of mercury, corrected to 12 percent carbon dioxide from any
point source of the Development;

25, The Licencee shall not direct an’ spillage, contaminated run-off or pollutant, other than sewage.
to a sewage disposal system.

Rcspcctin2 Emergency Response I’Iannin

26. The Licencee shall submit, within ninety (90) days of the issuance of this Licence, an emergency
response contingency plan to be approved by the Director. This plan shall include, but not be
limited to. items which will address: measures implemented for spill prevention and
containment: security; personnel training: and tire and other response arangements.

Respecting Site Decommissioning

27. The Licencee shall submit within one (I) year prior to closure of the lhcility, Ibr the approval of
the Director, a Formal detailed Decommissioning Plan lbr the thcility.

28. The Licencee shaH implement. on closure of’ the Ecilitv. the approved Decommissioning Plan.

REVIEW AND REVOCATION

A. Environment Act Licence No. 2244 R is hereby rescinded.

B. If. in the opinion of the Director, the Licencee has exceeded or is exceeding or has or is thi]ing
to meet the specifications, limits, terms, or conditions set out in this Licence, the Director may,
temporarily or permanently. revoke this Licence.

C. If, in the opinion of the Director, new evidence warrants a change in the specifications. limits,
terms, or conditions of this Licence, the Direclor may require the Ning of a new proposal
pursuant to Secif on 10 of The Environment Act.
