AN ORDER OF THE CLEAN ENVIRONMENT COMKISSION 

UNDER THE CLEAN ENVIRONMENT ACT 

The Clean Environment Commission and Brunswick Enterprises Limited, 
applicant, 

WHEREAS pursuant to the provisions of The Clean Environment Act, . 
Brunswick Enterprises Limited has submitted an application 
to the Clean Environment Commission to prescribe limits in 
connection with the operation of an ind~try located on all 
or parts of Lots 1 to 62, both inclusive, Block 4; Lots 1 to 
12, both inclusive, Block 5; all in the '~ of Section 17-11-4 
EPM Plan No. 2043 in the Rural Municipality of Springfield, 

AND WHEREAS representations were made to the Clean Environment Commission 
by persons who are or are likely to be affected by an order 
of the,Commission prescribing limits in connection with the 
said industry, 

AND WHEREAS the Clean Environment Commission held a public hearing on the 
4th day of June, 1973 in Building 2, 139 Tuxedo Avenue, Winnipeg, 

AND WHEREAS at the said hearing the said industry was described as an 
operation where various types of materials are received, sorted, ' o reclaimed and recycled, 

AND WHEREAS the Clean Environment Commission considered the application on 
the 4th day of June, 1973 and the 11th day of June, 1973, 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT 

1. The applicant shall ensure that, subject to Clause 3 of this 
Order, from the unit used for space heating or from the 
incinerator referred to in clause 3(2) and 3(3) respectively, 
there is not discharge of air contaminant into the atmosphere, 

(1) the density of which is greater than number two on ~he 
Ringelmann Smoke Chart* for a period or periods totalling 
more than four minutes in one half hour, nor more than 
eight continuous minutes at any time; or, 

(2) during the lighting of new fires in heating equipment, 

(3) 

the density of which is greater than number three on 
the Ringelmann Smoke Chart for a period or periods 
totalling not more than three minutes in one quarter hour, 
nor more than six continuous minutes at any time; or, 

the density of which is greater than number three on the 
Ringelmann Smoke Chart at any time, 
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• . . continued - 2 - Br~ick Enterprises Limited 

2. The applicant shall ensure that subject to Clause 3 
of this Order there is no discharge into the atmosphere 
of solid products of combustion exceeding in concentration 
four-tenths of a grain.per cubic foot of gas calculated at 
a temperature of sixty-eight degrees Fahrenheit and at a 
pressure of thirty inches of mercury, and with a carbon 
dioxide content of twelve per centum, 

3. The applicant shall ensure that: 

(1) no open burning takes place on the said premises; 

(2) only clean dry wood is burned in the unit used 
for space heating; 

(3} all other burning is performed in an incinerator 
approved by the Clean Environment Commission, 

4. The applicant shall ensure that: 

(1) no organic material, other than timber or timber 
products, is deposited on the said premises; 

(2) no manure, vegetable matter, grain or any other 
material which is likely to putrify is deposited 
on the said premises; 

(3) commencing from the date of issuance of this-order 
all non-reclaimable combustible waste materials are 
removed from the said premises at intervals of 
three months; 

(4) commencing from the date of issuance of this order 
all non-recla~ble non-combustible waste materials 
are removed from the said premises or, alternatively 
are used on the said premises as fill, the highest 
elevation of the said fill not exceeding four feet 
above the prevailing grade of the nearest portion of 
Springfield Road, 

5. The applicant shall ensure that in order to prevent wind 
entrained material being carried off the premises ade~uate 
fencing is constructed on the premises, 

6. The applicant shall ensure that the manure presently stock 
piled on the said premises is completely removed from the 
said premises not later than the 1st day of November, 1974,
